Course Guidelines:

Chemistry may be one of the most challenging classes of your scholastic career.  What makes it difficult is what makes it amazing. You will be challenged. Much will be expected of YOU. YOU must take responsibility for your success. In that spirit, let me remind you of some of my highest expectations.

1. Respect me.  If I am talking, you are not.

2. Respect each other.  Ask relevant questions.  Contribute to the classroom in a positive manner.

3. Respect the course.  Promise to give your best effort.  Success in chemistry does not come from showing up.  You must work hard.  You must work consistently.

4. Display Red Knight PRIDE: Respect RHS, be on time, be prepared, and be properly dressed.

5. Respect yourself.
a. I will offer resources, such as my website and outside reading, to help you learn chemistry, but you must take an active role in your learning and access those resources. 
b. An ideal way to do homework assignments is to meet with a partner(s). Work the problems independently, then compare answers. Use metacognition to solve challenging problems. 
c. Failing isn’t Not Succeeding, Failing is not trying. It is okay to not understand, but don’t claim that you don’t understand if you haven’t put in the effort. 

Chemistry is a cumulative science.  Topics covered at the beginning of the year will built upon. What you learn during the first week of classes you will apply and use during the last week of lasses.  I cannot stress enough how important this is. This will be a class that you must continually and consistently dedicate yourself, especially as the year progresses.  The material does not get easier, it builds upon itself. Plan to spend two to four hours per week outside of the classroom on chemistry.

Grading

During the year you will be evaluated continually by tests, quizzes, lab reports, homework, and projects. All grades will be displayed on eSchool for your review. Students and parents can check scores and grades by accessing eSchool Plus. Your marking period grade is determined by the weighted total points of the categories below:
· Tests/Quizzes: 30%

· Quizzes: ~20-30 pts. Weekly. Cover specific topics

· Tests ~70-100 pts. End of unit. Cover entire unit. Multiple Choice
· Homework: 10%

· Homework is collected and scored for completion and accuracy.

· Scored on a 10/9/8/I scale. If you receive an “I”, it is expected that you make corrections. Scores “9 or 8” have optional corrections, but are encouraged. Corrections are done on a separate sheet of paper stapled in front of the original assignment. Unlimited corrections. 
· Participation: 20%

· daily ChemCom entries

· Daily Active Learning/Classroom behavior

· Laboratory Reports: 20%

· Completed Lab Report is due before the scheduled Laboratory Period.

· Quarterly Project: 20%

· Authentic Assessment in the form of a constructed project covering material from that Marking Period.
Assignments
· Check the board in front of classroom to find when assignments are due. 
· Due dates will be assigned for all assignments. See below for late assignments. 

Absences/Make Up Work
· Make-up work is due on or before the unit test. You have two days to make up an assigned unit test.
· Absences from labs must be made up on designated “Lab Make-Up Days”.

· Assignments cannot be made up for unlawful absences. Daily assignments will score a zero for unlawful absence.
Late Work
· Homework, lab and project assignments turned in late will score 8o% of original value.
· No late assignments will be accepted for scoring after the unit test.  
Extra Credit
· If you are missing regular credit assignments, you are not eligible for extra credit.

· Extra credit may be assigned at teacher’s discretion on a class basis, not an individual basis.

Student Supplies

· Blue/black ink pen and/or pencil. An assignment done in any other color will not accepted.
· 1.5” 3-ring binder to hold handouts. Loose leaf paper assignments. A notebook of your choice.
· Scientific Calculator. Should have scientific notation function, ie. “EE”. I will instruct using a TI-84 calculator.
· Textbook will be assigned. You are responsible for lost or destroyed textbooks.

· There is a classroom supply of metric rulers, colored pencils, markers, etc; but they are not be removed from the classroom. It is good to have your own set of these at home.
Personal Electronic Devices

· Smartphones are to be used for educational purposes ONLY. Some assignments may require use of technology.
· Remove and put away headphones during class time. 

· Social networking during class is strongly frowned upon and may result in disciplinary action.

· Inform teacher of emergency-type call/text from parent BEFORE you make the call/text.

· If you do not have computer, internet, or printer at home, then plan ahead and make the necessary arrangements such as visit the library.
